The royal court in Adhamiya played a major role in directing and
managing the political process in the country, The axes are directly
related to the increase in the king’s power and control over the reins of
affairs and their management in the court, and this becomes clear in a
serious manner, especially after King Ghazi received his constitutional
duties in 1933M Chaos in the court during the era of the guardianship
of Prince Abdul Regency over the throne until the end of the
monarchy, when the court had no prestige and authority to keep the
guardian away from performing his constitutional duties.

The royal cemetery was famous for being one of the well-known
cultural and heritage landmarks in Adhamiya ,The cemetery was
distinguished by being the remains of the royal family in lrag, which
made it a high and distinguished place in the hearts of the Iraqi people
in general and for the sons of Adhamiya in particular. The cemetery
contained three beautiful domes covered with blue kashi and
decorated With Islamic motifs in a distinct architectural style, its
engineering composition was based on the analogue formula to obtain
the greatest degree of prestige and control over the rest of the
surrounding facilities.
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
